NASA notes that heat waves affecting the land and the sea, severe floods,
droughts lasting years in some cases, extreme wildfires, and hurricane-
related flooding are becoming more frequent and intense due to climate
change. Warming air and ocean temperatures resulting from the increased
burning of fossil fuels is affecting the water cycle, shifting weather
patterns and melting land ice, all of which is making extreme weather even
more severe. And NASA warns that severity only figures to increase even
further as the planet continues to warm, meaning the storms of today,
already devastating to the communities they affect, figure to be even more
so as air and ocean temperatures continue to rise.
